Washington, DC, June 11, 2009 — Honorable Congressman Danny Davis, D-IL and the Honorable Congressman Donald Payne,
D-NJ hosted a forum in conjunction with the Honorable Goodwill Ambassador Oscar J. Webb, the Honorable International
Ambassador Prince Asiel Ben Israel and Mr. David Robinson, CEO of Air2Water Global.
